
Mission Trace Reckless Driving Policy .. Approved by Board in August  2009

“Reckless driving will be deemed any driving behavior that could potentially cause injury/damage to any person/property in the Mission Trace community.

Any reckless driving incident should be reported to the Mission Trace guards at 690-0585 immediately following the incident.  The report must include the make and color of the vehicle as well as license plate information.  Each report must include the location of the incident.

The controlled access committee will review the reckless driving reports monthly and recommend the following action to the Board of Directors:

The first incident will result in a warning letter to the resident or resident sponsor of the vehicle involved.

The second incident will result in Mission Trace driving privileges being suspended for the driver of the vehicle.  The privileges will be suspended for 30 to 90 days based upon the severity of the incident.

In addition, numerous residents and guests are in violation of the Mission Trace speed limit of 15 MPH.  Also residents and guests are failing to come to a complete stop at our stop signs.  This behavior is also deemed as reckless driving.

The association reserves the right to set up radar to enforce these traffic rules.  Any resident or guest in violation of the speed limit based on a radar reading or observed failing to stop at a stop sign by our security patrol will be in violation of our reckless driving policy and be subject to the action as outlined above.”

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Be sure to add the time of the incident, and any other witnesses so that the incident can be verified.  

Contact the security guard at 690-0585 as soon as possible when reporting an incident and certainly for any emergencies.
