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VEHICLE REGISTRATION, PARKING AND DRIVING:

VEHICLE IS DEFINED AS: ANY VEHICLE THAT IS DESIGNED AS A
PASSENGER VEHICLE AND DOES NOT HAVE TRUCK OR
COMMERCIALLICENSE PLATES.

VEHICLE MUST HAVE SIDE, FRONT AND REAR WINDOWS.

SUBURBANS, SUV’S, SMALL PASSENGER VANS AND HUMVEES ARE
DEFINED AS PASSENGER VEHICLES.

All vehicles owned by Mission Trace residents, which are parked within Mission Trace,
Must be registered at the Association Office and display a Mission Trace decal on the left
(driver’s side) front windshield.

Household drivers must register vehicles. Vehicles must be parked inside the garage.

Households with three or more licensed drivers must register all additional vehicles. One
permanent outside parking authorization bumper sticker will be issued for each additional
vehicles 1o be parked outside. The bumper sticker will be affixed to the driver-side rear
bumper by a member of the Controlled Access Committee or by the Property Manager.

Authorizations for the additional vehicles will be issued only after a valid driver’s license
indicating a Mission Trace address and current insurance for each driver in the

household has been shown to registration officials. The drivers’ licenses must indicate a
Mission Trace address or other evidence of Mission Trace residency must be shown.

Vehicles with outside overnight parking authorizations must be parked only in designated
parking areas and not in driveways. Additional designated parking is provided in the
Clubhouse parking lot / and Tennis Court parking lot.

The decal on any vehicle that is sold must be removed. In order to maintain security, we
would appreciate evidence of the removal (shaving remains of the decal or the decal itself)
is to be presented to the Manager along with any outside parking authorization bumper
sticker issued based on the ownership of the sold vehicle before a new decal will be issued.
Residents who move from Mission Trace must also remove the Mission Trace decal from
their vehicle and turn in all outside parking authorization bumper stickers.

If and when residents change license plates, the resident must notify the Manager of the
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new license plate number such that Controlled Access records can be updated and maintained
properly.

No outside parking of trucks, boats, trailers, vans (other that as described previously),
recreation vehicles, similar vehicles, and vehicles which exceed the capacity of the

garage when parked with another vehicle, will be permitted in any area within

Mission Trace. This includes vehicles owned by visitors to residents of Mission Trace.
Temporary exceptions to this rule may only be made for unusual circumstances and only

By the Association Manager or the Controlled Access Committee Chairperson in the

absence of the Manager.

No parking at any time is permitted in driveways, which provide ingress to and egress
from more than one garage.

No parking permitted on streets.

Temporary guest of residents remaining beyond 2:00 A.M. must be reported by the

residents to the guard gate. Provided the guests’ vehicles meet the restrictions outlined
above, the guard will place the license number and description of the vehicles and the owners’
name on the Temporary Parking Permission Log together with the name and address of the
resident being visited. Once recorded, these vehicles will not be given parking violation
citations provided they are otherwise properly parked and display the parking permit issued
to them by the Controlled Access Officer.

Parking permission for the guests remaining beyond one week can only be granted by
the Association Manager or the Controlled Access Committee Chairperson in the absence
of the Manager.

Residents being visited will be held responsible for ensuring their guests comply with all

Parking and driving rules, and will be responsible for all fines assessed against vehicles
owned by their guest.

There is a two-week grace period for new residents to park in visitors parking areas while
they are moving in to their home. Upon request, the Association Manager and/or the

guard will grant the two-week outside parking permission and enter the necessary information
on the Temporary Parking Permission Log. All other registration, parking, and driving rules
must be observed and the parking permits displayed.

In addition resident needing temporary outside parking shall make a request to the Association
Manager or the guard will grant an outside parking permission and enter.

Penalties or Infractions: Vehicles in violation of the parking rules will be given a citation.

Penaltics for violations are listed below. Once a parking citation is issued, then any further
parking citations for vehicles owned by the members or guests of the same household will be
immediately subject to fine and tow-away as outlined below.

For each vehicle parked outside without either a permanent or temporary outside

parking authorization tag, parking in driveway blocking others (any time), parking in
driveway or street.

First Offense: Warning Citation

Second Offense within a twelve month period: Fine of $20.00

Third Offense within a twelve month period: Fine of $100.00

Fourth and Subsequent Offense within a twelve month period: Vehicle will be towed
way at the residents
expense.

For each truck, trailer, boat, van, recreational vehicle, similar vehicle, or vehicle that
Exceeds the capacity of the garage when parked with another vehicle:

First Offense: Fine of $20.00

Second Offense within a twelve month period: Fine of $50.00

Third Offense within a twelve month period: Fine of $100.00

Fourth and Subsequent Offense within a twelve month period: Vehicle will be
towed away at the
residents expense.
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EXCEPTIONS:

RESIDENTS REQUESTING ADDITIONAL OUTSIDE PARKING WHO DON'T COMPLY
WITH 3 LICENSE DRIVER RULE:

May be permitted to park outside with approval of the HOA Board of Directors.

Each resident requesting such permission must appear in person before the Board of Directors
and state their circumstances and reason for the request.

Each request will be considered on a case by case basis and permission will be granted solely at
the discretion of the HOA Board of Directors.
